Pentecost

It begins on the Monday following The Day of
Pentecost, and continues through most of the

- summer and autumn. It may include as many as
twenty-eight Sundays, depending on the date of
Easter. This includes Trinity Sunday which is the
First Sunday after Pentecost. Prior to the 1979 BCP,
Sundays in this long period of the church year were
identified and counted in terms of the number of
Sundays after Trinity Sunday instead of the number
of Sundays after Pentecost. This period is also
understood by some as "ordinary time," a period of
the church year not dedicated to a particular season
or observance.
